They think that Israel lost her place as
God’s chosen nation when they rejected the Messiah and now all the promises made to her concerning

the restoration of the Kingdom are all fulfilled fi guratively in the Church.

Those who believe these things didn’t get a shiver up their back when President Obama seemed to
be siding with the Palestinian Arabs in their dispu te with Israel over occupation and distribution of
the Land when he spoke at the U.N.. Their skin did n’t crawl when they heard one of the President’s
advisors intimate that we (the U.S.) just might hav e to shoot down Israeli planes or missiles if they
launch an attack against Iran.

And | believe
that we should pray for our President to think long and hard and to pray and fast before he leads us
to lift a hand against the nation that was so mirac  ulously restored in 1948 and preserved in 1968 and
has all the promises of God that appear to be comin g closer and closer to fulfillment.
