He said
there were troops from six different nations searching there and he asked,
“Why aren’t our troops helping?”

| wasn’t too impressed with his appeal — actually thought he was kind of making
a fool of himself — and I told Cherie that | wish this guy wasn’t doing this and
she woke me up with her rebuttal — “What would you do?”

| didn’t really want to go there. My daughter has been to Haiti and she came home.
| don’t know what | would have done if she didn’t — no matter what the reason. |
started to try to take a step in his shoes — and didn’t get very far — then | started
thinking of the thousands of dads and moms looking for daughters and sons —
wishing someone would do something — as if someone could do something.

Some people are doing something — the rescue workers are still finding survivors — so would more
rescue workers find more survivors? — or is it too difficult to get there? — or would more workers
require too much water and food that are already in too short supply? — or would there be enough
equipment for more workers to use in the search? — or would the flights required to bring more search
workers be better used by flying in doctors and medicine and supplies for the found survivors who are
injured? — or should the flights be bringing in more water and food and clothes?

These decisions are beyond me. All | can do is try to find an orthopedic surgeon and supplies for
Fond des Blanc — and listen for other needs that we can help meet — and pray — and be thankful that as | pray the Holy
Spirit is praying for me when | don’t know what to say.

Keep praying.
