She said it was a miracle because she was able to hear out of the ear that was previously
deaf. She said she was such a cynic and if she hadn't experienced it first hand she wouldn't have
believed it but she completely believes that Jesus heard those prayers and healed her. She com-
pletely surrendered to Christ and confessed her sins and asked him to cleanse and forgive her.

| am so glad that my Mom's hearing has been restored but MY miracle is hearing her say that she
has accepted Christ!!!

The other component to this is that my Mom's husband who is not a believer experienced this and
his heart was also softened. He now is open to learning more about Christ.

| will continue to pray for my Mom as a newly professed believer and follower of Christ and that she
will have clarity to see how Christ is at work in their lives and for them to live life according to His
plan!

Also, pray for other new believers in Christ that their faith would be strengthened. Pray for encour-
agement and boldness for all of us to.reach out and build relationships and talk to people about
Christ even those that seem like their hearis are hardened...He is a miracle worker!!!
